We are very fortunate to have a good
working relationship with the Cypress
Ridge Golf course. Please pay
attention to your pace of play...
Thursday is one of the busiest play
days with many tourists playing after
us and it is also considerate of our
fellow members for each of us to make
the effort to play in a timely manner.

TIPS

I. Arrive in plenty of time to check
in, warm up and get to the first tee
10 minutes ahead of your tee time.
Also, sometimes members are ill
or find that they have to work and
TCOM may have to move our
times so please help by being at
the course 30 minutes early.

II. All members should keep an eye
on their fellow player’s ball. If
there is any question, play a

provisional, so you do not have to
return to the tees.

ITI. Take only one practice swing

I'V. If using a distance device, be
efficient, use it while others are
hitting so you can play in turn.

V. If your group is behind (we all have
trouble) chip and putt “out of
turn” to help catch up (except in
the Club Championship or
President’s Cup). Please keep up
with the group in front of you.

WATCH THE CLOCK: We need
to keep a 4 1/2 hour pace. Occasionally
we all have problems, and once in a
while we may have a longer round,
however an effort needs to be made to
play ready golf and keep a good pace.
USGA rule 6-7 allows the TCOM to
establish pace of play guidelines.

Not available at
this time or ever?, however you can print a
copy of a ‘card’ from GHIN.com handicap
updates.

Forgot your number? It is possible to post
using Name recognition as well as Number.

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WINTER ECLECTIC TOURNAMENT

the Winter Eclectic
Tournament.

It's February and time for our Ladies
Winter Eclectic Tournament!

For you new members (we're delighted
to have all of you), our EC consists of 3
rounds; 3 chances to get
your lowest score on
each hole. In other
words, after playing 1, 2,
or 3 rounds you use the
best score you had on
each hole (the best on 1,
the best on 2, etc.) to
make your best
cumulative total score. The entry fee is
$5 for 18 hole players and $3 for 9 hole
players regardless of how many rounds
you play (9 hole ladies please sign up in
the final tee time and note "9 holes").
The more rounds you can play the more
chances you have to win, but you are
certainly eligible to win by playing only 1

or 2 rounds.

I will be posting the sign-up sheets for
the first 3 weeks of February in the Pro
Shop tomorrow. The 4th week will be
"waiting in the wings" to see if we have
any rain delay as we did last year.

When you check-in each play day of the
tournament, you will receive your
individual scorecard which will record
all of the rounds you participate in.
This year we will have each participant
keep her own scorecard, and each
foursome will keep 2 Master Cards as
well.

Keeping your own score should help
speed up play in later rounds since you
could "pick up" on trouble holes where
you are unable to improve your score.

posting computer.

Getting Women Into the
Game

It takes a different approach to involve women
in the game of golf. It seems like something we
all know, but is worth saying out loud so we can
enhance the effectiveness of our club.

An organization called, Women On Course, has
indicated that “golf lifestyle” is the key rather
than 1) instruction, or, 2) using golf as a
business tool.

Providing instruction or expecting women to
use golf as a business tool has not been effective
as a means to attract and retain women players.

In fact, the number of female golfers has
remained flat in recent years, around 23% of all
golfers, while the percentage of rounds played
by women over 18 has actually fallen, to 15%
from 18% a few years ago, according to National
Golf Foundation figures.

The solution it seems is in how it’s pitched:

Golf is a 99% male-dominated industry,
and the emphasis has always been on selling
products, mostly to men, more than on
marketing the game itself. But if you want
to attract more women players, golf has to
deliver a message that resonates better with
women.

That message would focus on:

¢ Golf’s health benefits and the sense of
physical well-being it engenders,

¢ On its social and emotional
satisfactions.

Golf is such a great game for women.

* Nothing beats being outdoors with good
friends on beautiful day.

*  But most women aren’t looking for
intense competition in the two to four
hours they may have free.

* Alot of women never consider golf
because they don’t understand its
benefits. They schedule lunch dates,
join book clubs and go to yoga classes
and job-related networking events
because they enjoy the contact with
other women and believe they are
getting something substantive from the
experiences.

*  Golf is something for women to bond
around and have fun together with and
use to cultivate a warm, nurturing
relationship.

For all the golf industry’s good intentions, the

The most important thing for
women golfers is being with
other women, not the golf itself.

biggest barrier now to women’s involvement is
probably the same as it’s always been: the
general sense of intimidation and outsider-ness
that women experience at many golf facilities.

So, let’s help CRWGC continue to be a
welcoming, un-intimidating and enjoyable club.
